STEP 1. REMOVAL AND INSTALLATION OF TRANSITION

. The hood assembly is shipped with the rough-
in plate and the transition attached.
Note: The transition is shipped upside down in
the hood assembly and must be removed and
reinstalled (See Steps 1 through 2.) If in-hood
fan is furnished the transition is shipped
separately.

. To detach the rough-in plate/transition from the
hood assembly, remove the four (4) screws on
the top and four (4) screws on the back of the
assembly as shown in Figure 1.

. Detach the transition from the rough-in plate by
removing four (4) screws. The shipping screws
are needed for re-installing the transition to the
rough-in plate.

. Secure the transition to the top of the rough-in
plate, using four (4) screws provided. Use duct
tape to seal the joints of the transition and the
top of the rough-in plate. See Figure 2.

. Re-install rough-in plate to hood then install
hood.

STEP 2. INSTALLATION OF METAL LINER-INSERTS

1. If the optional trim kit is used it must be installed prior
to mounting the Metal Hood Liner into the wood
decorative hood. Use the provided #8 Phillips head

screws. See Figure 3.

2. Lift the Metal Hood Liner into the decorative hood
structure. Due to the weight of the assembly three
people may be required for proper installation.

3. Install #6 x 1/2" screws through the pre-drilled EZ
mount holes into the decorative hood structure. Tap
chrome cap into EZ mount holes for flush appearance
See Figure 4A.

4. Additional mounting fasteners may be used to secure
to the back wall and top (from inside).

5. Install blower assembly, see page 4.

STEP 3. ELECTRICAL CONNECTION

. Install three wires: black, white and green (#16 AWG) in
1/2" conduit from the service panel to the hood junction
box. Power supply must be rated for 120v, 60Hz, 15 amps
(minimum).

. Remove junction box and selected knockout. Then install
the strain relief (conduit) connector in the rough-in plate
hole. For PMLSS-28 & 34 run power line through single
knockout at top and route to ] Box mounted on back.

. Remove the junction box from the rough-in plate. Connect
black wire to power supply black wire, white wire to power
supply white wire, and green wire to power supply green
wire.

. Place all wiring connectors inside junction box and re-
install on rough-in plate.

STEP 4. MOUNTING THE IN-HOOD FAN

Independent installs the CFM600 fan at the factory
in models CMLSS-29-5S-6, CMLSS-38-SS-6, MLSS-
28-8§-6 and PMLSS-28-SS-6.

Instructions for mounting CFM300, CFM600 and
CFM1200 blowers into Independent metal liner
inserts.

1. Install the fan by aligning the holes on the fan
to the weld studs on the rough-in plate. Tighten
the blower to the plate using the hex nuts
provided. See Figure 4.

2. Plug the “Molex” plug on the fan to the
“Molex” plug on the hood. See Figure 8.

STEP 5. DUCTING CONNECTION

1. For in-hood fans, use 10" round-duct from the
transition (provided).

2. For remote fans, use 10" round-duct from the
transition (provided) to the remote fan.

3. The length of ducting should be as short and straight

as possible for best performance of fan. SEAL ALL
JOINTS WITH DUCT TAPE.

INSTALLATION OF GREASE TROUGHS, FILTERS, LAMPS

. Grease trough location is on the underside (bottom), rear
area of hood.

2. In the center of the space provided for the filters, insert one
filter on the top ledge and pull back until the bottom of
the filter slips into bottom ledge.

3. Slide the filter to one side.

4. Install the next filter by repeating step 2. There will be some
side-to-side and front-to-back tension as the filters line up.

5. Install halogen bulbs. Use R20 size, 50 watt maximum,
narrow flood light bulbs only (purchased separately).

CONTROLS

Always turn the hood on before cooking to establish an
air flow in the kitchen. Allow the fan to operate for a
few minutes to clear the air after you turn the range off.
This will help keep the entire kitchen smoke free and

fresher smelling.

FAN

The fan is controlled by a multi-speed switch. Printed
speeds on the control panel correspond with fan speed.

COOKTOP LIGHTING

The halogen lights are controlled with two (ambient and
brilliant) switches. The lights can be turned on individually
or simultaneously. To use the lights on brilliant setting,
push the switch up. For ambient setting, push the switch
down.

USE ONLY R20 SIZE, HALOGEN 50 WATT BULBS

FILTERS

Wash filters frequently either in a detergent solution, or by
placing them in your dishwasher.

Replacement filters may be purchased from your dealer.

COOKTOP LIGHTING

The halogen lights are controlled individually by the rocker

switches located near the fan control.

CLEANING

Do not allow excessive grease to accumulate. Refer to Cleaning
Recommendations on last page for suggestions on cleaning
metals and finishes.

DO NOT USE ABRASIVE CLOTH, STEEL WOOL PADS,
OR SCOURING POWDERS.

Vacuum fan to eliminate collected dust and particles.
Do not immerse fan in water.

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CLEANING RECOMMENDATIONS

BRUSHED STAINLESS STEEL, HAMMERED STAINLESS, EUROPEAN BLACK STEEL, 1920’s
ANTIQUATED TIN, MILLENNIUM DISK STAINLESS

The Brushed Stainless Steel Hood should be cleaned with pre-washed flannel cloths and our recommended
“Stainless Steel” cleaner. Always wipe in a manner which follows the grain. Do Not clean with paper towels as
they will scratch the surface. Different cleaning cloths other than cotton flannel may scratch the surface of the

hood.

ANTIQUATED COPPER, ANTIQUATED BRASS

The Antiquated Copper and Antiquated Brass Hoods should be cleaned twice yearly. Use pre-washed flannel
cloths and S.C. Johnson P-A-S-T-E Wax available at Lowe’s Home Improvement Centers. Gently apply a small
amount in a circular motion using very light pressure. Rubbing too hard may result in the removal of the finish.
Do Not clean with paper towels as scratches will occur. Cleaning cloths other than cotton flannel may scratch
the surface of the hood.

MIRRORED STAINLESS STEEL, POWDER COATINGS

The Mirrored Stainless Steel or Powder Coated Hood should be cleaned with pre-washed flannel cloths and any
spray glass cleaner. Always wipe in a manner, which follows the grain. Do Not clean with paper towels, as they
will scratch the surface of the hood. Different cleaning cloths other than cotton flannel may scratch the surface

of the hood.

MIRRORED COPPER, HAMMERED COPPER, BRUSHED COPPER
The Copper Hood should be cleaned with pre-washed flannel cloths and “Brite Boy” metal polish. Always wipe
in a manner, which follows the grain. Do Not clean with paper towels, as they will scratch the surface. Different
cleaning cloths other than cotton flannel may scratch the surface of the hood.

PATINA VERDE FINISH

The Patina Verde Finish should be cleaned with pre-washed flannel cloths and a mixture of “Ivory” liquid detergent
and warm water. Gently wipe the surface of the hood in a blotting manner. Do Not use paper towels, as they
will scratch the surface of the hood. Rinse in the same fashion. D0 Not use ammonia based cleaning products
or any other cleaning products containing strong chemicals or de-greasers. D0 Not use “Windex” or any polishing
products.

MIRRORED BRASS, HAMMERED BRASS, BRUSHED BRASS

The Brass Hood should be cleaned with pre-washed flannel cloths and “Brite Boy” metal polish. Always wipe
in the manner, which follows the grain. D0 Not clean with paper towels, as they will scratch the surface. Different
cleaning cloths other than cotton flannel may scratch the surface of the hood.

INTERIOR OF HOOD

All hoods are fitted with a brushed stainless steel liner. For cleaning, we recommend using pre-washed flannel
cloths and “Stainless Steel” cleaner. Always wipe in a manner, which follows the grain. Do Not clean with paper
towels, as they will scratch the surface of the hood.

BAFFLE FILTERS AND GREASE CUPS

Filters and Grease Cups may be cleaned by placing them in your dishwasher. The grease cups should first be
cleaned of excess grease with a paper towel, then, placed beside the baffle filters in your dishwasher for a thorough
cleaning.
